Con deliberazione della Giunta Comunale del 26 gennaio 2016 (mecc. 2016 00232/065) 
veniva approvata la presentazione della candidatura di Torino come sede per ospitare 
l’Assemblea Generale dell’ICSID - International Council of Societies of Industrial Design, 
l’associazione internazionale delle organizzazioni e dei designer industriali, il più importante 
appuntamento mondiale del settore, e per l’organizzazione di un evento internazionale sul 
design in occasione dell’Assemblea, sempre nella nostra città. 

Questa candidatura è stata proposta con le motivazioni contenute nella deliberazione 
sopra citata e sempre in qualità di Città Creativa nel settore del Design, così come ci ha 
designato l’UNESCO nel 2014. 

Già nel dicembre 2015, è stato organizzato un evento generale di presentazione del 
riconoscimento UNESCO e di divulgazione e promozione del mondo del design torinese alla 
cittadinanza, dal titolo Torino City Of Design 2015, deliberato dalla Giunta Comunale con atto 
del 10 novembre 2015 (mecc. 2015 05477/065). L’evento prevedeva un insieme articolato di 
eventi quali incontri, forum, workshop, mostre, percorsi e visite sul territorio, incentrato sulle 
tematiche sopra elencate e che hanno caratterizzato la candidatura di Torino Città Creativa del 
Design UNESCO. 
 Questa stessa deliberazione istituiva il “tavolo consultivo Torino Design”, uno strumento 
che la Città ha voluto creare per condividere e concordare con tutti gli attori della filiera del 
design le linee strategiche del settore. Il tavolo è costituito da tutti gli enti, associazioni e 
organizzazioni pubbliche e private operanti nel settore del design e precisamente da: Città di 
Torino - Regione Piemonte - Centro UNESCO di Torino - Direzione Regionale per i Beni 
Culturali e Paesaggistici del Piemonte - Politecnico di Torino - Università degli Studi di Torino 
- Accademia Albertina delle Belle Arti di Torino - IED Istituto Europeo di Design - IAAD 
Istituto d’Arte Applicata e Design - Camera di Commercio di Torino - CNA Torino, 
Associazione dell’Artigianato e delle p.m.i.- Confartigianato Torino - Unione Industriale di 
Torino - ASCOM Torino - Confesercenti Torino e provincia - TurismoTorino e provincia - ADI 
Associazione Design Industriale - AIPI Associazione Italiana Progettisti d'Interni - ASI 
Automotoclub Storico Italiano - Circolo del Design - Associazione Italiana Cultura Qualità - 
ATA Associazione Tecnica Automobile - FCA Heritage e Centro Stile - Museo 
dell’Automobile - Ordine Architetti e Fondazione per l’Architettura Torino - SITI Istituto 
Superiore sui Sistemi Territoriali per l'Innovazione. - TURN Design Community di Torino - 
Operae - Associazione Print Club e Plug Creativity - Fondazione Ceur - Parco del Po e Collina 
Torinese. L’evento del 2015 è stato realizzato anche grazie alla compartecipazione dei 
componenti sopra citati, che hanno curato e gestito parte delle iniziative. 

Il tavolo consultivo ha coadiuvato l’Amministrazione nell’individuare alcuni temi e 
iniziative da tenersi in qualità di Città UNESCO del design per i prossimi anni. Questi temi di 
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indirizzo sono coerenti con l’iniziativa pubblica Torino City Of Design, che la Città intende 
organizzare anche per l’anno 2016, e con la candidatura ad ospitare l’Assemblea Generale 
dell’ICSID nell’autunno del 2017, insieme con l’edizione 2017 di Torino City Of Design come 
evento collegato. Torino City Of Design 2016 rappresenterebbe quindi il secondo 
appuntamento annuale di Torino come città creativa del design come occasione per lanciare al 
mondo del design torinese, regionale e nazionale l’iniziativa del 2017.  

All’appuntamento del 2017 vorremmo inoltre invitare in qualità di componenti della rete 
delle Città Creative UNESCO, le 21 città del design designate: Bandung, Beijing, Berlino, 
Bilbao, Budapest, Buenos Aires, Curitiba, Detroit, Dundee, Graz, Helsinki, Kaunas, Kobe, 
Montreal, Nagoya, Puebla, Saint-Etienne, Seoul, Shangai, Shenzhen, Singapore, occasione 
nella quale Torino affermerà, a tutti gli effetti, la sua vocazione di capitale internazionale del 
design. 

L’ICSID - International Council of Societies of Industrial Design - ha selezionato, tra 
altre candidature di Città italiane ed europee, quella della Città di Torino ed è ora necessario 
procedere alle ulteriori fasi per il perfezionamento delle garanzie richieste dall’Organizzazione 
internazionale per ospitare l’evento, con tutte le necessità tecnico-organizzative che ne 
conseguono. 

In concomitanza con l’Assemblea generale dell’ICSID, a cui prenderebbero parte alcune 
centinaia di rappresentanti di oltre 55 paesi del mondo, la Città avrebbe l’opportunità di tenere 
negli anni 2016 e 2017 un insieme di eventi paralleli ad essa, come l’evento Torino City Of 
Design, mostre, fiere, workshop e appuntamenti, che culmineranno con un forum 
internazionale sul design sicuramente attrattivo per tutte la componenti del settore a livello 
globale. 

Come già successo nelle edizioni precedenti dell’Assemblea Generale ICSID nelle varie 
città del mondo dove si è tenuto, questo appuntamento sarà un’occasione per far convergere a 
Torino l’attenzione internazionale di tutto il settore del design, attraverso tutti gli eventi 
collaterali sopra elencati, con la possibile partecipazione di almeno 2000 designer e aziende del 
settore alle iniziative. La rete dell’ICSID, unita al contatti attivati attraverso l’UNESCO e 
attraverso il Tavolo consultivo sul design, garantirà una larga partecipazione di esperti, 
professionisti, aziende, accademici, studenti e cittadini. 

Questo accordo prevede una serie di impegni di tipo finanziario, organizzativo e 
logistico. 

La spesa complessiva, prevista per la Città di Torino, per l’organizzazione 
dell’Assemblea Generale ICSID a Torino, è prevista in complessivi Euro 160.000,00 dei quali 
75.000,00 per quota di partecipazione da trasferirsi all’ICSID e i restanti 85.000,00 per 
l’organizzazione, logistica e altre spese di accoglienza, ospitalità e traduzioni, relative 
all’Assemblea. Tale budget potrà essere rivisto al ribasso, qualora altri enti pubblici e privati si 
facessero carico di compartecipazione alla spesa complessiva. 

Alla Città di Torino è stata quindi sottoposta da parte dell’ICSID uno schema di contratto 
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in lingua inglese che impegna la Città all’organizzazione dell’assemblea generale (all. 1), che 
fa parte integrante del presente provvedimento. 

Per la realizzazione dell’evento saranno attivati gli enti strumentali nei quali la Città è 
presente, che per statuto hanno questo tipo di obiettivo, come la Fondazione Per la Cultura 
Torino e Turismo Torino e Provincia, visto il tipo di iniziativa e la portata internazionale di 
essa. 

Oltre all’impegno per l’organizzazione dell’Assemblea generale dell’ICSID 
l’Amministrazione intenderebbe organizzare le edizioni 2016 e 2017 dell’evento Torino City 
Of Design, collegato alla candidatura ad ospitare l’assemblea Generale dell’ICSID, e le altre 
iniziative collaterali sopra descritte. 

Dal punto di vista finanziario, la Città prevede di coprire i costi necessari alla 
realizzazione degli eventi collegati all’Assemblea ICSID con la compartecipazione di partner 
esterni e sponsor pubblici e privati, che saranno coinvolti direttamente per la costituzione del 
budget complessivo necessario. 

Il cronoprogramma della spesa necessaria prevede l’imputazione della somma di 
Euro 60.000,00 sul Bilancio 2016 e la somma di Euro 100.000,00 sul Bilancio 2017, onde poter 
garantire l’organizzazione dell’Assemblea Generale ICSID che, come richiamato più volte, 
rappresenta il centro di attrazione e propulsione dell’intero programma biennale. 

Per l’organizzazione dell’Assemblea Generale dell’ICSID a Torino, occorre la 
stipulazione di un accordo contrattuale, e pertanto, ai sensi dell’art. 1, comma 2, lettera E, del 
Regolamento per l’erogazione dei contributi della Città di Torino n. 373, occorre trasferire la 
quota per l’organizzazione in esclusiva dell’Assemblea. La quota, per un totale di Euro 
75.000,00, andrà così trasferita: Euro 25.000,00 alla firma del contratto; Euro 25.000,00 entro 
il 2016; Euro 25.000,00 entro settembre 2017. Oltre alla quota di partecipazione è necessario 
prevedere le spese di viaggio e permanenza per i sopralluoghi a Torino di due delegati ICSID 
provenienti da Montreal (Canada), per il lavoro di organizzazione dell’evento del 2017. 

Per il finanziamento delle iniziative collaterali all’Assemblea generale ICSID, come 
Torino City Of Design 2016 e 2017 e il forum internazionale, si individueranno con successivi 
atti deliberativi modalità di organizzazione e finanziamento in relazione ai soggetti pubblici e 
privati che verranno individuati, come fondazioni, aziende di settore, sponsor e gli enti stessi 
del Tavolo consultivo. 

Al fine di perfezionare gli accordi contrattuali che impegnano le due parti – la Città di 
Torino e l’ICSID International Council of Societies of Industrial Design - è necessario delegare 
alla firma degli accordi contrattuali e di tutti gli ulteriori accordi economici, organizzativi e 
logistici in nome per conto della Città di Torino, il dr. Aldo Garbarini, Direttore Direzione 
Cultura, Educazione e Gioventù, o il dr. Francesco De Biase, Dirigente del Servizio Arti Visive, 
Cinema, Teatro, ai sensi delle vigenti leggi e regolamenti. La delega era già stata deliberata con 
atto del 26 gennaio 2016 (mecc. 2016 00232/065) e viene qui confermata anche per tutti i 
successivi contratti e accordi necessari. I delegati sopra citati si autorizzano inoltre ad 
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apportare, qualora si rendessero necessarie, modifiche non sostanziali agli atti.

- collaborate with, empower and delegate to the Host Organizer to prepare for and 


host the Icsid GA; 


- collaborate with the Host Organizer for the promotion of the Design Event to Icsid 


members and the worldwide design community and to encourage participation at 


the Design Event by Icsid members; and 


- assist the Host Organizer and all members of Icsid, in the Host Organizer’s global 


region, to promote their status and to raise their profile locally and internationally 


through the Design Event and the Icsid GA. 


 


Icsid and the Host Organizer now therefore enter into this agreement, as outlined in the 


Event Description and the Terms and Conditions of this agreement, including without 


limitation, the planning guidelines and facilities requirements stated in section 11.0 herein. 


 


Unless otherwise expressly stated, all references to section numbers in this agreement 


shall mean the provisions as set out in those section numbers in this agreement. 


 


This agreement takes effect and shall bear the formal date as of the later of the date it is 


signed by all Parties through their respective representatives (duly authorised as each 


Party so declares). 


 


This agreement may be executed by the Parties herein in counterparts and delivered to 


the other Parties by facsimile (telecopier) transmission or electronically in a portable 


document format (PDF), each of which when so executed and delivered shall be an 


original and such counterparts shall constitute but one and the same instrument. The 


Parties agree to thereafter exchange two (2) signed originals of this agreement, so that 


each Party shall hold one (1) signed original of this agreement.

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Event Description 
 


This Event Description outlines the basic parameters already agreed on by the Host 


Organizer and Icsid and forms an integral part of this agreement.  


1.0 Preamble 


1.1 The International Council of Societies of Industrial Design (Icsid) is an 


international non-governmental organization (INGO) that promotes the profession 


of industrial design and its ability to generate better products, systems, services, 


and experiences; better business and industry; and ultimately a better environment 


and society. From the 12 founding professional design associations in 1957, Icsid 


has grown to include over 140 member organizations from 40 nations, providing 


them with the opportunity to be heard at the international level. Whether from the 


professional, promotional, academic or corporate spheres, our members share a 


common vision of design’s ability to strengthen economic, social, cultural and 


environmental development. Icsid has United Nations Special Consultative Status.  


 


Name Change: Icsid will become the World Design Organization (WDO) 


effective as of 1 January 2017. Thereafter, all references in this agreement to 


“Icsid” shall mean “WDO”. Icsid will provide the Host Organizer with the new 


brand guidelines for “WDO” by 1 September 2016, in accordance with section 


11.1. 


 


1.2 In 2017, the Icsid General Assembly will be hosted in Torino (Italy), by The City of 


Torino. 


1.3 Icsid Vision, Mission and Goals: 


Vision: Icsid strives to create a world where design enhances our social, cultural, 


economic and environmental quality of life. 


 


Mission: As the international voice for industrial design, we advocate, promote, and 


share knowledge of industrial design driven innovation that has the power to create 


a better world. 


 


We do this by engaging our community in collaborative efforts and by carrying out 


our international programming—World Design Capital®, World Design Impact 


Prize, World Industrial Design Day, and Interdesign™. 


 


1.4 The Design Event is planned to be held in Torino (Italy) in October 2017 and will be 


hosted and organized by The City of Torino. 


1.5 The Design Event and the Icsid GA being planned in Torino (Italy) between 14-18 


October 2017 and described in this agreement are intended to enhance the Host 


Organizer’s global region positioning, as a region committed to design. 


1.6 The schedule between 14-18 October 2017 for the Design Event and the Icsid GA 


will be finalised according to section 4.0.  


2.0 Context 


2.1 The Icsid GA logistical planning and financing and all matters relating thereto are 


the responsibility of the Host Organizer, who is the selected host, pursuant to its 


offer to act as the Host Organizer, subject to negotiated terms and conditions 


outlined in the form of this agreement. 


2.2 The Icsid GA management and promotion and all matters relating thereto are the 


responsibility of Icsid.  
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2.3 The owner of the Design Event will be the Host Organizer who has sole 


responsibility and liability for the Design Event. 


2.4 The Design Event planning, financing, management, promotion and all matters 


relating thereto are the sole responsibilities of the Host Organizer, as elaborated in 


Schedule A. 


2.5 Icsid’s sole undertaking with respect to the Design Event is to promote attendance 


from its membership. 


3.0 Event Organization and Management 


3.1 The Host Organizer 


3.1.1 The Host Organizer’s organizing lead (representing the Host Organizer) is 


the following representative who shall be the person to sign this agreement 


(on behalf of the Host Organizer) with the overall authority of the Host 


Organizer (the “Organizing Lead”): 


 - Francesco De Biase, Visual Arts, Cinema, Theatre Service Manager  , 


City of Torino  


 The Organiser shall give prompt written notice to Icsid as to any change in 


the designated Organizing Lead. 


3.1.2 The Host Organizer’s official liaison (representing the Host Organizer) who 


is responsible for the day-to-day project management according to the 


tasks and timelines set out in this agreement and the documents explained 


in section 11.0 as well as the Host Organizer’s official liaison contact with 


Icsid (the “Organizer Liaison”) shall be:  


 - Francesco De Biase, Visual Arts, Cinema, Theatre Service Manager  , 


City of Torino 


 The Host Organizer shall give prompt written notice to Icsid as to any 


change in the designated Organizer Liaison. 


3.2 Icsid 


3.2.1 The Lead Staff Liaison (“Staff Liaison”) representing Icsid is led by the 


following representative: 


 - Ms. Gemma Peralta, Icsid Special Events Officer 


3.2.2 All electronic correspondence between Icsid and the Host Organizer shall 


be shared via the “Basecamp” project management website at 


www.basecamphq.com for recording and evaluation of the project.  


3.2.3 Formal or written correspondence should be addressed to Ms. Dilki de 


Silva, Icsid Secretariat, 455 Saint-Antoine West, Suite SS10, Montreal, H2Z 


1J1, QC, Canada, posted and/or e-mailed to: projects@icsid.org  


3.2.4 The Host Organizer and Icsid shall manage their relationship through their 


respective named official liaison for purposes of this agreement. Each Party 


shall notify the other Parties if any person other than the individuals listed in 


sections 3.1 and 3.2 is hereafter designated as the official liaison of the 


notifying Party. 


3.2.5 There shall be no other consultants or advisors to the Icsid GA, than the 


Parties set out in section 3.0. 


3.2.6 Where this agreement requests items from the Host Organizer, the Host 


Organizer shall submit all documentation and/or updates to the Staff 


Liaison as set out in sections 3.2 and 3.5. 


3.3 Responsibilities of the Host Organizer 


This section outlines the event responsibilities of the Host Organizer for the Icsid 


GA:  
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3.3.1 The Icsid GA must be organized in accordance with the statutory governing 


documents and supporting documents to this agreement as stated in 


section 11.0 and must follow the current practices and policies of Icsid. 


3.3.2 The Host Organizer is responsible for providing the space, venues and 


related facilities for the Icsid GA as stated in the documents in section 11.0, 


and as set out in this agreement. 


3.3.3 All operational planning and delivery of the Icsid GA logistics shall be 


organised in accordance with the planning guidelines and facilities 


requirements stated in section 11.0, subject to Icsid’s consultation and 


approval. 


3.3.4 The Host Organizer is responsible for: 


 - The recommendations and execution of logistics and operations for the 


Icsid GA as per Icsid’s directives; 


 - Icsid GA event planning, financing and management; 


 - Regular progress reporting to Icsid, and;  


 - Contracting and financing external services as may be necessary to 


ensure the success of the Icsid GA. 


3.3.5 The Host Organizer shall review this agreement and the documents stated 


in section 11.0 on a regular basis during the planning and implementation 


of the Icsid GA. 


3.4 Planning guidelines and facilities requirements 


3.4.1 The Icsid GA management and promotion and all matters relating thereto 


are the responsibility of Icsid. 


3.4.2 The Icsid GA programmes will be operated and managed by Icsid. 


3.4.3 Icsid shall provide the Host Organizer with the facilities requirements 


(including technical requirements), as stated in section 11.0 below, to hold: 


 - One (1) stand-alone Icsid General Assembly; and 


 - Two (2) stand-alone Icsid Board Meetings (pre-Icsid GA and post-Icsid 


GA). 


3.4.4 The Host Organizer hereby acknowledges receipt of the document(s) 


stated in section 11.0 below, which the Host Organizer will use in 


consultation with Icsid as set out in section 3.4.5. 


3.4.5 The Host Organizer will follow all guidelines stated in section 11.0 in 


consultation with Icsid for the planning and organization of the Icsid GA. 


3.4.6 The Host Organizer shall make every reasonable effort to comply with 


Icsid’s feedback on the planning, preparation and progress. The Host 


Organizer shall present in writing, in a timely manner, any deviation to the 


feedback provided by Icsid, for approval by Icsid.  


3.4.7 Where this agreement does not specify the details of planning and 


requirements for the Icsid GA, the Host Organizer will refer to the official 


Icsid General Assembly facilities requirements documents and, if in doubt, 


consult Icsid for clarity and explanation. 


3.4.8 The Host Organizer agrees to respect the established policies of Icsid 


relating to the host location and, specifically acknowledges that this 


agreement is concluded between Icsid and The City of Torino. The location 


for the Icsid GA will be described as Torino in all official correspondence, 


marketing materials, Icsid GA promotion and publication of the Icsid GA 


proceedings. 


3.5 Planning of the Events 


3.5.1 The planning and organizing of the Icsid GA (including registration, content 


and scheduling) will be managed by Icsid. Icsid’s Staff Liaison will be: 


 - Gemma Peralta, Icsid Special Events Officer  
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3.5.2 The Icsid Secretariat will manage the content and scheduling of speakers 


for the Icsid GA. 


3.5.3 Icsid is responsible for the marketing and communication of the Icsid GA. 


3.6 Entry to Torino (Italy): 


3.6.1 The Host Organizer guarantees that the necessary enquiries have been 


made with the Government of Italy, and that at the time of this Event 


Agreement signing, there is free access, without hindrance, to the Icsid GA 


and events held in conjunction with the Icsid GA (including without 


limitation, the Design Event), for all accredited delegates of Icsid provided 


these delegates meet the Government of Italy requirements for an entry 


visa.  


3.6.2 The Host Organizer guarantees that the necessary enquiries have been 


made with the Government of Italy, and that at this time, delegates 


attending the Icsid GA will be eligible for a tourist visa, provided these 


delegates meet the Government of Italy requirements for an entry visa. 


3.6.3 The Host Organizer shall make reasonable efforts to ensure any visas or 


documentation (e.g. letter of invitation), which may be required for any 


accredited delegates of the member organizations of Icsid are issued 


promptly, provided their documents for a temporary visa are in order. 


Nothing in this clause shall prejudice the right of the Host Organizer or the 


Government of Italy to deny entry to persons who do not meet the 


requirements of a temporary tourist visa or are prohibited from entering 


Italy in accordance with its laws and regulations. 


3.7 Protocol 


3.7.1 The Host Organizer agrees that no national flags will be raised at any 


promotional events or official proceedings of the Icsid GA, nor included in 


any marketing or promotional materials.  


3.8 Design Event 


3.8.1 The provisions concerning the Design Event are set out in Schedule A to 


this agreement.   


4.0 Dates, Venues and Insurance  


4.1 Dates 


4.1.1 The final Icsid GA programme duration and dates 14-15 October 2017 shall 


be confirmed and agreed by Icsid no later than three (3) months following 


the first site inspection due to take place no later than eighteen (18) months 


prior to the Icsid GA and as explained in section 8.5. 


4.2 Venues 


4.2.1 The Icsid GA shall be held in Torino (Italy) in conjunction with the Host 


Organizer’s Design Event [DESIGN EVENT VENUE TITLE TO BE 


CONFIRMED, Torino (Italy)] 


4.2.2 The Icsid GA shall be held at a suitable venue, or venues, arranged by the 


Host Organizer and agreed by Icsid in accordance to the individual facilities 


requirements, as stated in section 11.0 below. 


4.2.3 The Icsid GA venue, or venues, arranged by the Host Organizer and 


agreed by Icsid shall be confirmed no later than three (3) months following 


the first site inspection due to take place no later than eighteen (18) months 


prior to the Icsid GA and as explained in section 8.5. 
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4.2.4 The Host Organizer will provide the Staff Liaison with a written confirmation 


of the venue booking, or bookings, no later than twelve (12) months prior to 


the Icsid GA. Deposit payment receipt, or receipts, will be provided no later 


than twelve (12) months prior to the Icsid GA. 


4.2.5 In the case that the Icsid GA venue agreed to as per section 4.2.2 is not 


available due to unforeseen circumstances or an event beyond the control 


of the Host Organizer, the Host Organizer will notify Icsid immediately in 


writing providing rationale and best alternatives, before trying to arrange for 


equally suitable alternative facilities in consultation with, and subject to 


Icsid’s reasonable approval in writing.  


4.2.6. If the venues listed agreed to as per section 4.2.2 are not available due to 


an event of Force Majeure, Icsid shall have the right to relocate the Icsid 


GA to other suitable locations and venues in Icsid’s sole determination, 


upon giving a five (5) day written notice to the Host Organizer. In the event 


of relocation of the Icsid GA outside Torino (Italy), Icsid shall not receive 


outstanding fees from the Host Organizer and the Parties agree that this 


agreement shall be deemed to be terminated with no further obligations or 


claims as between the Parties in respect of the matters contemplated in 


this agreement. 


4.3 Insurance 


4.3.1 The Host Organizer shall arrange adequate event insurance (third party 


insurance, contractor insurance and cancellation policy) for the duration of 


the Icsid GA, to suitably compensate delegates and participants for losses 


incurred due to any loss or personal injury that might result on the stated 


premises during the preparation or run of the Icsid GA for reasons of 


negligence by the Host Organizer or their contracted external service 


providers, theft caused by a lack of providing appropriate security, terrorist 


acts, or failure of the venue facilities' construction or infrastructure in 


accordance with this agreement. 


4.3.2 The Host Organizer’s insurance policy will insure for the logistical execution 


of the Icsid GA and fees payable to the venue and Icsid, should Force 


Majeure necessitate the cancellation, rescheduling or relocation of the Icsid 


GA, and as set out in the terms and conditions of this agreement.  


4.3.3 The Host Organizer shall ensure that the facilities and services it contracts 


for the Icsid GA shall carry adequate and appropriate insurance for losses 


incurred by delegates and participants of the Icsid GA arising from the fault 


or gross negligence by managers or owners of the venue, properties or 


service providers (as well as persons for whom they are responsible by 


law) (the “Suppliers”). Upon request from Icsid, the Host Organizer shall 


provide satisfactory proof of such insurance obtained and maintained by 


the Suppliers. 


4.3.4 All required insurance of the Host Organizer shall name Icsid as a co-


assured and provide for a prior written notice of 30 days from the insurers 


to Icsid as to any cancellation or modification of the insurance. 


4.3.5 The Host Organizer shall provide Icsid with a copy of certificates of all 


required insurance or confirmations from the insurers by no later than 1 


September 2016 and their renewal prior to the start of the Icsid GA. If not 


delivered by 1 September 2016, the Host Organizer agrees that Icsid has 


no obligation to promote the Icsid GA and the Design Event to the Icsid 


membership until Icsid has received the certificates of the Host Organizer’s 


required insurance.

5.0 Attendance Fees and Registration 


5.1 Participation in the Icsid General Assembly will be free of charge and limited to 


member delegations and invited observers, as directed by Icsid, and in accordance 


to Icsid’s constitution. 


5.2 The Icsid Secretariat will manage the attendance and registration of the Icsid GA. 


6.0 Marketing, Communications and Media 


6.1 Icsid Name Change 


6.1.1 The Host Organizer will be notified in writing by Icsid as to the effective 


change of Icsid’s name to “WDO” (tentatively slated for 1 January 2017). 


6.1.2 The “Icsid/WDO Brand and Communications Guidelines” provided to the 


Host Organizer (as stated in section 11.0) are subject to changes by Icsid. 


upon the effective change of Icsid’s name to “WDO”. 


6.2 Branding and Icsid Intellectual Property 


6.2.1 For the Icsid GA, Icsid shall handle any copyright agreements regarding 


publishing or republishing of papers. Any agreements related to consent to 


be recorded (audio and video) entered into and agreed on by speakers or 


presenters at the events shall only be binding between such speakers and 


presenters and Icsid. Icsid shall enter into, administer and document such 


agreements with their respective presenters and speakers, prior to the 


events. 


6.2.2 The Host Organiser’s use of the Icsid Intellectual Property in accordance 


with this agreement enures to the exclusive benefit of Icsid.  


6.2.3 "Icsid Intellectual Property" means all trademarks, trade names, design 
marks, copyright, industrial designs, domain names and all other 
intellectual property rights owned by or licensed to Icsid in association with 
its activities, including without limitation the Icsid Trademarks set out in 
Schedule B, and all proprietary information of Icsid pertaining thereto, 
including without limitation, all documents owned, prepared by and/or for 
Icsid. 


7.0 Official Languages  


7.1 The official language of the Icsid GA is English. 


7.2 Official correspondence and communication between the Host Organizer and Icsid 


shall be in English. 


8.0 Financial Arrangements  


8.1 The Host Organizer is responsible for the budgeting, financial planning and 


financing of the Design Event and the Icsid GA.  


8.2 Icsid bears no financial responsibility or liability of whatsoever nature for any cost or 


financial deficit related to (a) the planning, management, promotion, financing, or 


hosting of the Design Event and events that Icsid has agreed to promote at the 


request of the Host Organizer, and (b) the Icsid GA (save and except for Icsid’s 


internal organization), nor for the contracting of outside services by the Host 


Organizer. The Host Organizer hereby holds harmless and indemnifies Icsid from 


any and all claims of whatsoever nature in respect of the same (including all costs 


and expenses incurred by Icsid to defend and settle same if impleaded in any legal 


proceedings or otherwise).  


8.3 Members of the Icsid Board (11 persons) and their paid officers (6 persons) shall 


be offered complimentary accommodation (4- or 5-star hotel).  
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8.4 The total number of accommodation nights stay for each group stated in section 8.3 


shall be confirmed by the Staff Liaison, no later than twelve (12) months prior to the 


Icsid GA, and following the confirmation of final Icsid GA dates schedule, as set out 


in section 4.0.  


8.5 At no cost to Icsid, the Host Organizer shall be responsible for accommodating and 


arranging two pre-Icsid GA planning visits: one no later than eighteen (18) months 


prior to the Icsid GA by two (2) representatives, and the other no later than six (6) 


months prior to the Icsid GA by one (1) representative, including their return travel 


expenses, hotel accommodation at no lower than a 4-star hotel and meals. The 


programme for each site inspection will be provided to the Host Organizer. The 


Host Organizer will approve the number of nights of accommodation (on average 


three (3) nights) based on the programme requirements. The Host Organizer will 


pay for return economy class airfare between Montreal (Canada) and Torino (Italy). 


A round trip business class airplane ticket shall be provided when the total travel 


time exceeds nine (9) hours. 


8.6 The Host Organizer shall be responsible for the travel costs for six (6) Icsid Staff to 


attend the Icsid GA. The Host Organizer will pay for return economy class airfare 


between Montreal (Canada) and Torino (Italy). A round trip business class airplane 


ticket shall be provided when the total travel time exceeds nine (9) hours. 


8.7 Members of the Icsid Board and their paid Officers, designated representatives, 


sponsors, partners or official invited guests of Icsid shall not pay a Design Event 


registration fee. This applies to a maximum number of complimentary registrations 


to be determined.  


8.8 The Host Organizer shall pay a total fee in the amount of seventy-five thousand 


(75,000) EUR (the “Fee”). The Fee shall be paid in three (3) instalments each in the 


amount of twenty-five thousand (25,000) EUR. Each instalment shall be paid: 


- Fee instalment one: Twenty-five thousand (25 000) EUR – payable upon 


signing of this agreement by the Host Organizer; 


- Fee instalment two: Twenty-five thousand (25 000) EUR – payable no later 


than 1 December 2016; and 


- Fee instalment three: Twenty-five thousand (25 000) EUR – payable no later 


than 4 April 2017. 


The Host Organizer agrees that payment of the first instalment of €25 000 EUR 


(Twenty-five thousand euros) to Icsid is an express condition for Icsid’s consent to 


execute this agreement. The bank account information shall be determined by Icsid 


and provided to the host within the invoice. 


8.9 The Host Organizer shall supply to Icsid a detailed financial statement of accounts 


giving full details of the financial results of the Icsid GA (profit and loss statement), 


and a complete delegate list from the Design Event specifying registration status 


three (3) months following the Icsid GA.  


8.10 At no cost to Icsid, accommodating and arranging the on-site logistics of the Icsid 


GA and providing the space, facilities requirements and refreshments and costs 


and expenses related, as stated in the planning guidelines and facilities documents 


stated in section 11.0, and as listed in the terms and conditions of this agreement 


(including, but not limited to venue provisions, catering of beverages and lunches, 


and supply of technical equipment) will be included and accounted for in the Icsid 


GA budget of the Host Organizer. 


8.11 Costs and expenses related to the provision of refreshments and lunches provided 


and delivered to the Icsid Secretariat office the number of staff members set out in 


section 8.3, from the arrival date up to and including the duration of the Icsid GA, 


will be included and added to the Icsid GA budget of the Host Organizer and 


arranged accordingly. 


8.12 The Host Organizer is responsible for all costs for marketing and promoting the 


Design Event. 
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8.13 The Host Organizer is responsible for all costs and expenses relating to any 


translations and will be included in the Icsid GA budget. 


8.14 The Host Organizer is responsible for all costs to employ services and contractors 


to ensure the successful planning and delivery of the Icsid GA. 


8.15 The Host Organizer shall have the right to contract with a Professional Conference 


Organiser (“PCO”), a contract shall be concluded between the Host Organizer and 


the PCO (the “PCO Contract”) shall be concurrent with the execution of this 


agreement between the Host Organizer and Icsid. A signed copy of the PCO 


Contract between the PCO and the Host Organizer shall be annexed to and form 


an integral part of this agreement. The PCO shall also intervene in this agreement 


to confirm its obligations to Icsid as set out in the PCO Contract. It is expressly 


understood that the conclusion of the PCO Contract in no way releases the Host 


Organizer from its obligations towards Icsid under this agreement, nor does the 


PCO Contract serve to modify or reduce any of the Host Organizer’s obligations 


under this agreement. 


8.16 The Host Organizer shall budget for Internet (high speed Wi-Fi) connection for the 


duration of the Icsid GA in the official venues as stated in section 4.0. 


9.0 Icsid Requirements  


9.1 For the period between 14-18 October 2017 inclusively, the Host Organizer shall 


provide in Torino (Italy) suitable space (as stated in section 4.0) and as per the 


planning and facilities requirements as stated in section 11.0.  


9.2 Icsid reserves the right to cancel the Icsid GA contemplated by this agreement, 


without any liability whatsoever to Icsid, including without limitation, for costs 


incurred by the Host Organizer. The right to cancel shall be based on Icsid’s 


ongoing evaluation of the safe and efficient planning and delivery of the Icsid GA in 


terms of: 


- Progress reporting by the Host Organizer;   


- Review of facilities requirements upon pre-Icsid GA planning meetings and site 


inspections as explained in section 8.5; 


- Regular discussions via Basecamp and/or minuted conference call between the 


Icsid and the Host Organizer; and  


- Successful delivery of the Icsid GA project management plan/timelines. 


9.3 Icsid shall give written notice of cancellation to the Host Organizer to explain the 


rationale for such a cancellation and request for a resolution to be presented by the 


Host Organizer within thirty (30) days of receipt of Icsid’s written notice of 


cancellation, for Icsid’s review to decide if it will withdraw the cancellation notice 


and go ahead with the Icsid GA based on the Host Organizer’s proposed 


resolution. 


9.4 Icsid shall confirm its cancellation of the Icsid GA where: 


- the Host Organizer has not provided a resolution to Icsid in writing within thirty 


(30) days of receiving Icsid’s written notice of cancellation; or 


- the Host Organizer’s proposed resolution has been rejected after Icsid has 


acted to:  


§ Provide a written notice to the Host Organizer that the proposed 


resolution is not adequate and specifying the reasons for Icsid’s 


rejection; 


§ the Host Organizer has had the benefit of fifteen (15) days, starting from 


the date of Icsid’s written rejection notice, to present a revised 


resolution proposal to Icsid; 


§ no revised resolution proposal from the Host Organizer is received 


within the 15-day delay, or if received within the 15-day delay, the Host 


Organizer’s revised resolution proposal is not accepted by Icsid;  
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§ the Host Organizer does not accept to proceed based on an alternate 


resolution proposal from Icsid. 


9.5 In such event of cancellation by Icsid, the Host Organizer agrees that it has no 


recourse whatsoever against Icsid. 


9.6 The Host Organizer shall arrange for Internet (high speed Wi-Fi) connection for the 


duration of the Icsid GA in the official venues as stated in section 4.0. 


10.0 Documenting the Events  


10.1 The Host Organizer shall arrange for adequate and separate photographic (and 


video where possible) coverage for the duration of the Icsid GA. Icsid must receive 


electronic copies from the Host Organizer within one (1) week of the closing of the 


Icsid GA. 


10.2 The Host Organizer shall organise audio/visual recording of the Icsid General 


Assembly, according to the facilities requirements explained in section 11.0. The 


recordings for the Icsid GA must be provided to Icsid by the Host Organizer within 


one (1) week of the closing of the Icsid GA. 


10.3 The Host Organizer shall provide Icsid with copies of any photographic, slide, audio 


or video recorded material concerning the Icsid GA no later than one (1) month 


following the closing of the Icsid GA. 


10.4 The Host Organizer shall prepare and provide Icsid with full documentation on the 


organisation of the Icsid GA, including a financial statement of accounts by no later 


than three (3) months following the closing of the Icsid GA. The Host Organizer 


agrees and acknowledges that this documentation may be used by Icsid and other 


persons to assist the planning of future Icsid general assemblies.  


11.0 Description of Planning Guidelines and Facilities Requirements 


11.1 The following documents (collectively the “Planning/Facilities Documents”) are 


hereto annexed, namely: 


 


- Schedule C – Icsid General Assembly Facilities Requirements 


- Schedule D – Icsid Board Meeting Facilities Requirements 


- Schedule E – Icsid/WDO Branding Guidelines (to be provided by 1 September 


2016) 


 


The Host Organizer acknowledges that the Planning/Facilities Documents form an 


integral part of this agreement and that the Host Organizer on a best efforts basis 


shall respect the provisions set out in the Planning/Facilities Documents within the 


limits of the approved budget. Any item that cannot be delivered for any reason 


according to any facilities requirement shall be presented to Icsid no later than 


fifteen months (15) prior to the Icsid GA. Icsid acting reasonably shall determine 


whether the undelivered item is to be removed, modified or replaced by the Host 


Organizer, and on such terms and conditions satisfactory to Icsid. 
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Terms & Conditions 
 


The following terms and conditions provide the basis for a working organizational 


relationship between the Host Organizer and Icsid, and form an integral part of this 


agreement. The terms and conditions outlined here apply to all parties to this agreement.  


12.0 Authority  


12.1 The Parties declare that their undersigned representatives are duly authorized and 


have full power and authority to enter into this Agreement. 


12.2 Each Party shall appoint a sole representative with full authority to provide 


necessary information and to provide approval when necessary. 


13.0 Assignment 


13.1 Neither party may assign or transfer their interest in this agreement without the 


written consent of the other party. Any assignment, delegation or transfer in 


violation of this section 13.0 shall be null and void.  


13.2 This agreement shall be binding upon all parties and their successors, personal 


representatives, and permitted assigns, legal representatives, directors, officers, 


employees and agents. 


14.0 Arbitration 


14.1 Either party may request that any dispute between them arising out of or related to 


this agreement may be submitted before a mutually agreed upon arbitrator. In the 


event that the parties are unable to agree on an arbitrator within ten (10) days of a 


party giving notice of dispute arbitration to the other party, the arbitrator shall be 


named by the President of the Canadian Commercial Arbitration Centre (CCAC) or 


its successor, but in the absence thereof, by application to the Superior Court of 


Quebec sitting in the judicial district of Montreal. The arbitrator’s decision or award 


(including as to costs) shall be final. The arbitration shall be conducted in English in 


accordance with UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules in Montreal, Canada. 


15.0 Termination & Notice 


15.1 This agreement shall be terminated:  


a) by Icsid where the Host Organizer is in default of a monetary breach (including 


without limitation, payment of the Fee) and fails to remedy the breach within 


five (5) business days of receiving written notice from Icsid;  


b) by the Non-Defaulting Party where a Defaulting Party commits a non-monetary 


breach and fails to remedy the breach within 30 days of receiving written 


notice from the Non-Defaulting Party specifying the breach and requiring its 


remedy within the 30-day period;  


c) upon the completion of the Icsid GA but solely as to all matters relating to the 


Icsid GA (unless otherwise earlier terminated for any reason whatsoever), 


subject to any obligations and undertakings that survive this agreement as 


expressly provided herein; and  


d) upon the completion of the Design Event but solely as to all matters relating to 


the Icsid GA (unless otherwise earlier terminated for any reason whatsoever), 


subject to any obligations and undertakings that survive this agreement as 


expressly provided herein.  
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Notwithstanding anything to the contrary effect:  


i) where this agreement is terminated as to the Icsid GA for reason of the Host 


Organizer’s default, Icsid shall be released from any and all undertakings 


whatsoever as set out herein as regards the Design Event; and 


ii) where the Host Organizer cancels the Design Event for any reason, Icsid shall 


be released from any and all undertakings whatsoever as set out herein as 


regards the Design Event. 


 


15.2 All notices provided for or in respect of this agreement shall be in writing and sent 


to the party at their address herein above provided and shall be deemed to be 


received if sent by pre-paid mail or messenger service. Any such notice given as 


aforesaid shall be deemed duly served seven (7) business days after the day on 


which such notice is delivered. Either party may at any time give notice in writing to 


the other of any change of address of the party giving such notice; from and after 


the giving of such notice, the address therein specified shall be deemed to be the 


address of such party for giving notices hereunder. Notices transmitted by 


facsimile, electronic mail or telecopier shall be deemed invalid. 


15.3 Unless otherwise stated, the amount of written notice to be given by a party shall 


be ten (10) business days. 


15.4 A “business day” shall be any day other than Saturday, Sunday, a statutory holiday 


in the Province of Quebec, Canada (only where the delay applies to Icsid) or a 


statutory holiday in Torino (Italy) (only where the delay applies to the Host 


Organizer). 


16.0 Execution of Other Documents 


16.1 The parties agree to make, do, or execute or cause to be made, done or executed, 


all other things, acts, documents, and assurances within the law of Canada as may 


be necessary to carry out the intent and purpose of this agreement fully and 


effectively. 


17.0 Collateral Agreements 


17.1 This agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties regarding all 


matters relating to the Icsid GA and the Design Event, and may only be modified by 


a writing signed by all Parties. 


17.2 The parties agree that there are no other agreements whether oral or written 


between them that modify, alter or vary the provisions of this agreement. 


17.3 A party shall not in any manner divulge or communicate to any person any 


confidential information obtained from any other party under this agreement or any 


monetary provisions of this agreement without having obtained the written consent 


of the other party. This section 17.0 shall survive the termination of this agreement. 


18.0 Force Majeure 


18.1 The performance of this agreement by a party may be affected by force majeure 


(including, but not limited to, acts of God, acts of war or other acts of enemies, 


government regulation, government health warnings, government travel alerts, 


terrorism, disaster, strikes, floods, civil disorder and/or commotion, lock-outs, 


curtailment of transportation facilities, or other emergency or events beyond the 


control of the parties) (a “Force Majeure”), thus making it inadvisable, unsafe, 


illegal, or impossible to provide required accommodations and/or meeting facilities, 


holding of the meeting, or travel to the meeting. In the event of force majeure, a 


party to this agreement may terminate this agreement upon providing written notice 


to all other parties without penalty or obligation. Such right of termination shall not 
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be unreasonably exercised. For the avoidance of doubt, this provision shall not 


excuse nor delay a party’s obligation to pay any amount to the other party when 


due as explained in section 8.8 and subject to section 18.3. 


18.2 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, the Host Organizer agrees that the Fee of 


seventy-five thousand (75,000) EUR, in whole or in part, that has been paid to Icsid 


is non-refundable, even if the Icsid GA is cancelled as explained in section 9.2. 


18.3 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, Icsid agrees that any unused portion of 


the Fee of seventy-five thousand (75,000) EUR paid to Icsid will be returned to the 


Host Organizer if this agreement is cancelled by Icsid for reason of Force Majeure. 


19.0 Liability 


19.1 Each party agrees to indemnify, defend, and save from harm the other party 


against any claim, damages and expense, actions or causes of action arising from 


or prompted by the use of any material supplied to one party by the other party or 


its agents.  


20.0 Schedules 


20.1 All schedules hereto attached, as well as any future schedules agreed to by the 


parties, shall form an integral part of this agreement.   


21.0 Variation 


21.1 No changes, alterations, enhancements or modifications to this agreement shall be 


effective unless made in writing and signed by representatives of all parties.  


21.2 Nothing in this agreement prevents the parties from entering into subsequent 


agreements. 


22.0 Applicable Law  


22.1 This agreement and all terms and conditions shall be governed and construed in 


accordance with the laws of the Province of Quebec and the applicable laws of 


Canada.   


22.2 However, all contracts entered into by the Host Organizer with vendors and 


contractors, and between the Host Organizer and Icsid GA registrants or Design 


Event registrants, shall be governed and construed pursuant to the applicable laws 


governing the contracts entered into by the Host Organizer with these persons. 
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SCHEDULE A 


DESIGN EVENT 


1. Responsibilities of the Host Organiser 


 The Host Organizer acknowledges and confirms that: 


a) The owner of the Design Event will be the Host Organizer who has sole 


responsibility and liability for the Design Event. 


b) The Design Event is planned and implemented by the Host Organizer to 


meet their objectives to promote Torino and the design community. 


c) The Design Event planning, financing, management, promotion and all 


matters relating thereto, are the sole responsibilities of the Host 


Organizer.  


 


 The Host Organizer will solely manage the operations of the Design 


Event. Related information will be shared with the Liaison(s), the 


President and the Secretary General of Icsid to facilitate any coordination 


of the holding of the Icsid GA with the Design Event. Event management 


and the event programme will be developed and implemented by the 


Host Organizer. Icsid has no involvement in developing and 


implementing the Design Event model.  


 


 The Host Organizer is responsible for the establishment and execution of 


event operations, for establishing regulations for its own executive 


committee, for event planning, for project management, for promotion 


and financing, and for contracting external services as may be necessary 


to ensure the success of the events, the whole in respect of the Design 


Event. 


2. Icsid Promotion Undertaking 


This section outlines the promotion undertaking of Icsid in connection with the 


Design Event: 


a) Icsid’s sole undertaking is to promote attendance at the Design Event 


from its membership in conjunction with the holding of the Icsid GA in 


Torino (Italy) on the express condition and understanding that (i) suitable 


venues in Torino are available to Icsid to Icsid’s satisfaction; (ii) on the 


dates for the Icsid GA to be solely determined by Icsid; and (iii) which 


dates for the Icsid GA may be set by Icsid for a time that is immediately 


before or after the Design Event (which the Host Organizer has slated to 


be held from 16-18 October 2017. Icsid has no involvement whatsoever 


in the Design Event beyond the promotion thereof in conjuction with the 


Icsid GA. 


b) The Host Organizer acknowledges that Icsid has the right to determine 


the final dates of the Icsid GA, and that Icsid will only make this 


determination upon being satisfied with the availability of suitable venues 


in Torino for the Icsid GA. 


c) Icsid shall assist, as reasonably requested by the Host Organizer in 


Icsid’s determination, to promote the Design Event. By way of illustration 


only, such assistance may include: communicating information to all Icsid 


member organizations according to a mutually pre-approved plan 


between the Host Organizer and Icsid (“the Communication Plan”); 


sending out, on behalf of the Host Organizer, dedicated promotional 


email messages regarding the events to the Icsid mailing list as per the 


approved Communication Plan and approved timeline; circulating 
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information to the contacts of all design media in Icsid’s media 


databases; and if available, promoting the events through Icsid’s media 


and communication channels.  


d) Icsid will consider (but without any obligation) offering other forms of 


support upon request from the Host Organizer acting reasonably, 


particularly for promotional purposes, as new media emerge and create 


different communication opportunities. 


e) Icsid shall assist in promoting the Design Event by following the 


Communication Plan to be provided by the Host Organizer by no later 


than twelve (12) months prior to the Design Event and provide publicity 


by means of Icsid’s existing publications and communication tools, the 


issue of press releases, the posting of articles on Icsid’s websites, and 


relevant links provided they meet with Icsid’s website guidelines. All text 


shall be in English and are to be provided by the Host Organizer to Icsid 


at least ten (10) business days prior to publication date. 


3. Marketing and promotional plan 


a) The Host Organizer shall be primarily responsible for the marketing of the 


Design Event. 


b) The Host Organizer shall provide Icsid with a promotion plan setting out 


fixed and clear timelines for receiving information for circulation (the 


“Promotion Plan”) no later than twelve (12) months before the Design 


Event. All information for circulation will be clearly defined in the 


Promotion Plan and provided to Icsid at least ten (10) business days prior 


to the slated circulation date. 


c) All external communications, reports, press releases, publications, 


communication or design related to the marketing and promotion of the 


Design Event shall be issued in accordance with the provision of this 


agreement. 


d) All external communications, reports, press releases, publications, 


communication or design related to Icsid in connection with the marketing 


and promotion of the Design Event must be approved by Icsid and shall 


only be issued in accordance with guidelines provided by Icsid to the 


Host Organizer. All such requests by the Host Organizer must be 


received by Icsid at least ten (10) business days prior to the proposed 


release date.  


e) The Host Organizer shall provide Icsid with two (2) complete sets of all 


printed Design Event material used for promoting and staging the Design 


Event. 


4. Tickets and fees 


a) The specific fee structure for the Design Event will be determined and 


finalized prior to fifteen (15) months before the Design Event and before 


ticket sales begin. The Host Organizer will consult Icsid prior to adopting 


the final fee structure.  


b) Icsid shall receive complimentary registrations (maximum number to be 


determined) for the Design Event, for designated representatives, 


including: 


- elected executive board members 


- paid officers of the Icsid secretariat staff 


- senators/ past presidents 


- sponsors or partners of Icsid 


 The Host Organizer shall provide the tickets to Icsid no later than three 


(3) days prior to the Design Event, on site in Torino (Italy). 
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c) The Host Organizer shall create the ticket terms and conditions for the 


Design Event upon registration of delegates and ticket holders. 


d) These terms and conditions will include, but are not limited to, a notice 


that neither Icsid nor the Host Organizer shall be responsible for any loss 


of whatsoever nature that may be incurred by delegates due to 


cancellation of the Design Event for whatever reason including as a 


result of an event of Force Majeure, and as set out in the terms and 


conditions of this agreement globally. 


5. Speakers 


Icsid shall assist the Host Organizer on an ongoing consultative basis from time 


to time, and to the extent that Icsid is available to assist, in the Host Organizer’s 


event scheduling for the Design Event, with invitations to speakers, presenters 


and moderators, provided the speakers’ travel and hotel costs are covered by the 


Host Organizer. There will be no Icsid Secretariat Staff involvement in the Design 


Event programme or event management logistics with the exception of Icsid’s 


ongoing promotion of the Design Event as contemplated in this Agreement. 


6. Branding and Icsid Intellectual Property 


a) The Host Organizer acknowledges that Icsid is the owner of all Icsid 


intellectual property and shall have no right to use any Icsid intellectual 


property except with prior written approval from Icsid.  


 


 Icsid however grants the Host Organizer the right to use the Icsid name 


and trademark for the sole purpose of promoting the Design Event in 


accordance with this Agreement on the condition that the Host Organizer 


comply fully with Icsid’s guidelines for the display and use of the Icsid 


name and trademark. 


b) Icsid retains rights to all forms of Icsid intellectual property that may be 


expressly approved for use by the Host Organizer in connection with the 


promotion of the Design Event. 


c) Icsid shall make electronic artwork of the Icsid logo available to the Host 


Organizer for use in Icsid-approved applications. 


d) Whenever the name ‘Icsid’ is used in the form of a logo, the official 


branding guidelines of Icsid shall be respected by the Host Organizer and 


all third party use as approved in writing by Icsid.  


e) The Host Organizer shall provide draft copies of all Design Event 


marketing and promotional material, which include text relevant to or 


logos of ‘Icsid’ to Icsid via the Staff Liaison for consultation and 


comments and prior written approval. The draft copies shall be provided 


to Icsid at least ten (10) business days prior to the slated circulation date. 


f) The Host Organizer shall comply all provisions of this agreement for 


Icsid-authorized use of the Icsid Intellectual Property in connection with 


the Design Event. 


g) The Host Organiser’s use of the Icsid Intellectual Property in connection 


with the Design Event as contemplated by and in accordance with this 


agreement enures to the exclusive benefit of Icsid.  


h) The Host Organizer agrees that it has no right to use or sub-license the 


Icsid Trademarks for any other purpose without the prior written consent 


of Icsid, which may be refused for any reason.  
i) Any promotional or marketing merchandise license of the Icsid 


Trademarks proposed by the Host Organizer in connection with the 
Design Event shall be the object of a separate licensing agreement to be 
negotiated and mutually agreed upon by the Parties, it being expressly 
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understood that Icsid has full discretion to grant or refuse any such 
requested license, and subject to payment of a license fee determined to 
be acceptable to Icsid, as applicable. 


7. Contacts database 


a) The Host Organizer shall create, maintain and utilise a concise database 


of contacts from enquiries and registrations to the Design Event, which 


shall incorporate an option to subscribe to Icsid’s electronic newsletter.  


b) The Host Organizer shall include a statement within the privacy policy 


upon delegate registration to the Design Event to explain that the email 


address list will be shared with Icsid for future Icsid events and 


promotions. 


c) The complete contacts list, including email addresses, to the Design 


Event shall be shared with Icsid by no later than one (1) month following 


the close of the Icsid GA.  


8. Official Languages  


a) All marketing information, programmes and proceedings, regarding the 


Design Event (“Design Event Materials”) to be promoted by Icsid shall 


be published in English, and such any additional languages (if any) and 


as deemed feasible by Icsid and the Host Organizer by prior agreement, 


no later than three (3) months before the Design Event. 


b) The Host Organizer shall pay for all costs of professional translation into 


English of the Design Event materials, which English translation is 


subject to Icsid’s reasonable satisfaction.
